SATs

Are no longer statutory but we will complete 
assessments for our own judgements.

The children will sit two maths papers, two 
reading papers, a SPAG paper and a spelling test.

The children think they are completing ‘special 
tasks’ or a quiz.



Helping at Home

-Read with your child as often as you can. Question them about the books they are reading- 
link to other books, real experiences etc. Read

-Sign their Reading Records.Sign

-Work on their times tables (2s, 3s, 5s, 10s).Tables

- Allow them time to complete TTRS if you have internet access at home.Allow time
